The board and staff discussed the following items, most of which will be budgeted to be
done in the upcoming year: replace existing loungers, sandblast, repainting slide tower and steel
repairs, repaint water feature at North, wax and gelcoat slide, 18 tennis court light poles, covers on
the access to the wires, four bulbs, replace social hall furniture, expansion of holiday decorations

and install 10 benches and pads.

Mr. Laughlin stated we are still getting numbers, and the current proposed draft budget has
the $400,000 in capital reserve to be deposited. The reserve study amount is $275,403. We will
continue to follow the reserve study. We will talk more about the budget next month and in May

we will approve it.

NINTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Staff Reports

A. Landscape Maintenance Team - Report

Mr. Craig gave an overview of the Yellowstone Landscape update for March, copy of
which was included in the agenda package and went over the wish list items: long term plan for

every entryway roughly $20,000 per entranceway.

B. District Counsel

Mr. Eckert stated Karen worked with Kate to get the documents together for a car show as
well as give some advice in terms of what you can and cannot do with a raffle on government
property. She also worked with Sue on the revised policy language and provided some input.

Two items the legislation did pass and have not been signed by the governor yet. The
sovereign immunity limits did increase from $200,000 per person $300,000 per occurrence to
$350,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence. You may see that reflected in your insurance
rates, however, that bill did have some things in it that probably will reduce liability of local
governments in that the statute of limitations got cut in half, the notice time that you have to
provide before you can sue a local government got reduced as well. Currently you as a CDD
supervisor, can only be removed from office for misfeasance, malfeasance and nonfeasance and
you can only be removed by the governor. There is a new bill that passed by both houses that said
there can be petition process that is brought after you have served a fourth of your term if someone
in the community wants to start a petition drive and pay for it and pay for the elections then they
can try to recall a CDD supervisor. That process has been missing from CDDs but it is out there
for some HOAs, and city and county local officials. Once they make their way through the

governor’s office we can provide a little more information on that issue.

I think they were requesting a document
showing the location of where the District wanted them to put the fence. It is just a legal

description.

Ms. O’Lear reviewed the general manager’s report, copy of which was included in the
agenda package.

Mr. Pollicino stated on behalf of the board I want to thank you. When you came here we
threw a lot at you and you handled it well. Thank you for everything you have done.

Mr. Harrah stated Zach will now be the general manager/operations manager. Walk me
through the rest.

Mr. Jason Davidson stated we took a similar approach as we have done in some of our
other communities and combined the general manager and operations manager role. We found
that a lot of those blend together and we have taken the amenity manager position and divided it
and have a dedicated lifestyle director and an amenity manager. That will allow for enhanced
customer relations and a lifestyle department specifically for events and it will also allow the
amenity manager which will be Jack to absorb some of those duties and responsibilities that the
operations manager Zach was having to do specific to the events.

Mr. Harrah stated walk me through lifestyle manager, what are her top three goals that she
is not doing now.

Mr. Jason Davidson stated anything that has to do with resident relations, marketing
materials, communication with the residents, all the lifestyle events. Access control system as it
goes to entering of access cards, getting more involved with acquiring the photos. It is so we can

enhance our customer service.

A lot of clubs make Facebook reels that
pop up on your screen. It would be great if we had something like that.

Mr. Dorey stated thank you for approval of the fence in the JEA easement.

Mr. Laughlin stated the last step was the creation of the legal description, which the
engineer just completed. We just need to send it to them.

Ms. Dorey stated now we are getting e-bike riders and e-scooters.

REVENUES

Special Assessments-Tax Roll
The District will levy a Non-Ad Valorem assessment on all sold and platted parcels within the District in order to pay for the
operating expenditures during the Fiscal Year. The assessments will be collected by the St.Johns County Tax Collectors Office.

Interest Income
The District earns interest on the monthly average collected balance for each of their investment accounts.

Other Revenues
Revenue received from access cards, rental fees, event fees, event sponsorships, insurance claims, and recreational programs.

Expenditures - Administrative

Supervisors Fees

Chapter 190 of the Florida Statutes allows for members of the Board of Supervisors to be compensated

$200 per meeting in which they attend. The budgeted amount for the fiscal year is based on all supervisors attending 12
meetings.

FICA Taxes
Payroll taxes on Board of Supervisor’s compensation. The budgeted amount for the fiscal year is calculated at 7.65% ofthe
total Board of Supervisor’s payroll expenditures.

Assessment Roll Administration
Charge to the District for the services of Governmental Management Services, LLC to manage the assessment roll and Lien Books
relating to the Series 2017A-1/A-2 bonds.

Engineering Fees
The District's engineering firm, England, Thims & Miller, Inc., will be providing general engineering services to the District,
including attendance and preparation for monthly board meetings, review invoices, etc.

Dissemination Fees
The District is required by the Security and Exchange Commission to comply with Rule 15(c)(2)-12(b)(5), which relates to
additional reporting requirements for un-rated bond issues.

Attorney Fees
General legal services provided by the law firm of Kutak Rock LLP, who provide general legal services to the District, including
attendance and preparation for monthly CDD meetings, preparation and review of agreements, resolutions, etc.

Annual Audit
The District is required annually to conduct an audit of its financial records by an Independent Certified Public Accounting Firm.
The District has contracted with Berger, Toombs, Elam to conduct their annual audit.

Trustee Fees
The District’s Series 2017A-1/A-2 Special Assessment Bonds are held by a Trustee with US Bank. The amount represents the fee
for the administration of the District’s bond issue.

Arbitrage

The District is required to annually have an arbitrage rebate calculation on the District’s Series 2017A-1/A-2 Special Assessment
Bonds. The District will contract with an independent certified public accounting firm to calculate the rebate liability and submit
areport to the District.

Impact Fee Administration
Charges to the District for the services of Governmental Management Services, LLC to collect St. Johns County Impact Fees on
behalf of the District, manage the Series 2017A-1/A-2 Impact Fee Bonds, and maintain the Lien Books.

Management Fees

The District receives Management, Accounting and Administrative services as part of a Management Agreement with
Governmental Management Services, LLC. The budgeted amount for the fiscal year is based on the contracted fees outlined in
Exhibit "A" of the Management Agreement.

The District processes all of its financial activities, i.e. accounts payable, financial statements, etc. on a main frame computer
leased by Governmental Management Services, LLC.

Legal Advertising
The District is required to advertise various notices for monthly Board meetings and other public hearings in a newspaper
of general circulation.

Other Current Charges
This includes monthly bank charges and any other miscellaneous expenses that incur during the year.

Office Supplies
Supplies used in the preparation and binding of agenda packages, required mailings, and other special projects.

Dues, Licenses & Subscriptions
The District is required to pay an annual fee to the Florida Department of Commerce for $175.

Expenditures - Amenity Center

Insurance

The District's Property Insurance policy is with Florida Insurance Alliance (FIA). FIA specializes in providing insurance
coverage to governmental agencies. The amount budgeted represents the estimated premium for property insurance related to
the Amenity Center.

Repairs & Replacements
Represents monies budgeted for repairs and replacements for the District.

Recreational Passes
Represents the estimated cost for access cards to the District’s Amenity Center.

Office Supplies
Represents any supplies needed for the operation of the Amenity Center.

Permit Fees
Represents permit fees paid to the Department of Health for the swimming pool and fees associated with music licenses at the
Amenity Center.

Water & Sewer

Dear Valued Client:

Hurricane season is June 1 through November 30. At Yellowstone we are committed to keeping
your community at the forefront of our concerns. Typically, there are warning systems in place
for hurricanes that allow ample time for evacuation and/or preparedness procedures to be
implemented. When a Hurricane Watch is issued for the Jacksonville area, Yellowstone will
activate our Hurricane Preparation Planning.

We will likely have a slight shift in our normal mowing operations during. If we need to
postpone mowing services, the turf may be a little taller during the following week’s mowing
operations, but we should recover and resume normal operations with no issues. In the event
additional cleanup is required, we will let you know in advance once site inspections have

been completed post storm. If major damage occurs, we will stack down trees and limbs for
pickup via our tree care grapple truck. The cleanup will be billed on a “Time and Materials”
basis. This is the best option as it is unknown what damage will occur. Once it is determined
that the cleanup is a billable event, a proposal will be generated based on the extent of cleanup
required.

Our goal is to stay in communication regarding our plan throughout the storm event.

We sincerely request that you pre-register in order for us to plan appropriately to include your
community in our clean-up schedule. By registering your community now, this authorization
affords you as quick of a response, as possible, providing it is safe for our staff and vehicles to
travel while obeying all enforcement and curfew laws. Please return the signed letter to us by
email. Typically, after a hurricane, phones and fax machines are not working and because of
evacuations, it is impossible to find a community representative to sign and authorize a work
order to begin cleanup operations. Our employees know the importance of their role after a
storm.

General Manager’s Report

Date of report 4-27-2026 Submitted by: Zach Davidson

Community palm trimming/No Board action required: Trimming of all palm trees are scheduled to be performed 5/11-

5/13. They will start inside the south amenity on Monday and North amenity on Tuesday then move out into the
community to finish the additional palms. We will be sure to communicate this to the community.

North and South zero entrance bollards/No Board action required: Replacement of the pickets at North and South

have been completed, after 45 days we will schedule them to be painted.

Replacement of tennis light pole/No Board action required: Project completed

North and South replacement doors/ stripping staining, sealing existing doors/No Board action required: The doors at

North and South have been replaced, the painter is 2 weeks behind schedule due to unexpected weather. We Will be
sure to update the community when this work is scheduled.

Solitude lake maintenance / No Board action required: Solitude was out this month and treated all ponds. All concerns

were reported to Solitude, and they were treated within 24-48 hours. Solitude is still working to get all 58 carp barriers
inspected with updated pictures to send over to FWC to add carp to the permit.

Eagle scouts cornhole board project/No Board action required: Cornholes are set to be installed inside the North pool

deck on May 2™ with weather permitting. If it must be rescheduled the next date will be May 9. We will be sending out
communication to the residents on this project.

Over night parking policy/Board action required: Over the years we have had issues with overnight parking at North
amenity center. Our process currently is contacting the SISO non-emergency and requesting an office to come out and
get the information, we then contact the residents to ask them to please come get their vehicle. Below is what is
currently in the amenity policies.

e The Amenity Facilities Policies, General Provisions, states that vehicles should not be parked in “common areas”
overnight.

Below is what we would like to amend into the amenity policies.

e Vehicles must be parked in designated areas. Vehicles should not be parked on grass lawns, or in any way which
blocks the normal flow of traffic, nor should vehicles be parked on District Property overnight, absent written
consent from the district.

e Additionally, the district would need to install appropriate signage such as “Tow Away Zone” (in large lettering)
and “Unauthorized vehicles will be towed at owner’s expense” and include name and contact number for the
towing company.



E-bike and E-scooter policy/Board action required:

Suggested Revisions to Durbin Crossing CDD E-bike, etc. Policies
DEFINITIONS (p.2):

“Other Power Driving Mobility Device” or “OPDMD” - shall mean any mobility device powered by
batteries, fuel, or other engine used by individuals with mobility disabilities for mobility purposes,
including, but not limited to, golf carts, electric bicycles, electric scooters, mopeds, utility vehicles, all-
terrain vehicles, or similar power-operated transportation devices that are not a wheelchair.

“Micromobility Device” — shall mean small, lightweight motorized or electric wheeled vehicles designed
for personal use that travel at low speeds not to exceed [15] mph, including, but not limited to, electric
bicycles, electric scooters, electric skateboards, onewheels, hoverboards, segways, mopeds,
motorbikes or similar electrically powered transportation devices, not inclusive of OPDMDs used by
individuals with mobility disabilities for mobility purposes.

[New Section] MICROMOBILITY DEVICES

Micromobility Devices are permitted for use on District property, unless otherwise specifically prohibited by
District policies when the operator of the Micromobility Device is:

(1) Complying with all applicable provisions of Florida Statutes, 316.20655 and 316.2128, as amended from
time to time.

(2) Under the age of 16 wearing a properly fitted helmet that meets federal safety standards;

(3) Operating the device at safe speeds at all times as determined solely by the District’s amenity staff;

(4) Yields to pedestrians on sidewalks and parking lots, and reduces speed to under 10 mph if within 50 feet
of pedestrians on sidewalks; and,

(5) Operating the device in a manner that does not create legitimate safety concerns.

Micromobility Devices are prohibited from green or landscaped areas, open spaces, recreational fields, and ponds
This section shall not apply to persons with mobility disabilities using Other Power Driving Mobility Devices.

Micromobility Devices may be operated within an Amenity Center parking lot for the sole purpose of accessing a
designated bicycle rack.

GENERAL SWIMMING POOL RULES (p.9)

(9) Pets (with the exception of Service Animals), bicycles, skateboards, roller blades, skates, scooters,
golf carts, Micromobility Devices, items with wheels, basketballs, volleyballs, and any regulation sporting
equipment not made for pool use are not permitted on or within the Pool Area.

BASKETBALL FACILITIES POLICIES (p.13)
(7) General Policies:

* Proper basketball etiquette shall be adhered to at all times. The use of profanity or disruptive behavior
is prohibited.
* Persons using the Basketball Facilities must supply their own basketballs.



* The Basketball Facilities are for the play of basketball only. Pets (with the exception of Service Animals),
skateboards, roller blades, skates, scooters, golf carts, Micromobility Devices, and items with wheels are
prohibited at the Basketball Facilities.

TENNIS FACILITIES POLICIES (p.15)
(8) General Policies:

* Proper tennis etiquette shall be adhered to at all times. The use of profanity or disruptive behavior is
prohibited.

e Persons using the Tennis Facilities must supply their own equipment (rackets, balls, etc.).

The Tennis Facilities are for the play of tennis only. Pets (with the exception of Service Animals),
skateboards, roller blades, skates, scooters, golf carts, Micromobility Devices, and items with wheels are
prohibited from the Tennis Facilities.

PICKLEBALL FACILITIES POLICIES (p.16)
(8) General Policies:

* Proper pickleball etiquette shall be adhered to at all times. The use of profanity or disruptive behavior is
prohibited.

* Persons using the Pickleball Facilities must supply their own equipment (rackets, balls, etc.).

* The Pickleball Facilities are for the play of pickleball only. Pets (with the exception of Service Animals),
skateboards, roller blades, skates, scooters, golf carts, Micromobility Devices, and items with wheels are
prohibited from the Pickleball Facilities.

e Pressure washed and repainted all dive block for swim season.

e Sump pump inspection was performed; one sump pump was replaced at north.

e Removed broken bike rack at South Amenity back field, we will not replace the bike racks as it helps with food
truck Friday nights with e-bike and e-scooter parking.

e Reset all uneven bricks near the bike rack at South Amenity.

e Repaint front entrance gate for South amenity.

e Replaced the keypad door handle for North gym.
